This comment is in reference to screen 15, the proposed typical section with the additional lane in each direction. It doesn't make any sense that between the bike path and the sidewalk you have 7.5' of space, 
but you've narrowed down the thru lanes to 10.5' on each side of the centerline. Please consider reducing this space between the bike lanes and sidewalk to 6.5' and adding back that 0.5' in each direction for 
each of the thru lanes reduced. This will not directly affect cyclists nor pedestrians, but it may reduce the number of accidents due to the restricted pavement width. This is not a recommended lane width for such 
a high volume facility.

The Corridor Program Office is designing and constructing improvements that enhance mobility, safety, and connectivity for all modes of transportation including those who drive, walk, bike, or take transit. In order 
to meet this goal within the existing right of way, vehicle lane widths of 10.5 feet in some locations will be needed to make room for multi-modal facilities. The proposed improvements, including the width of vehicle 
travel lanes, are consistent with the Austin Street Design Guide that was released in June 2017. 

Vehicular lanes that are 10.5 feet-wide can be found on other streets within the City of Austin, including Lamar Boulevard near the Triangle and 6th Street, for example. The outside lanes will typically be of a width 
to accomodate transit or heavy truck traffic.

The proposed unfunded improvements would include a landscape buffer between the raised bike lane and the sidewalk. This is consistent with Corridor Design Standards, which outlines an urban design vision for 
the corridor that prioritizes the accommodation of space for shade trees for both cyclists and pedestrians. The typical section presented as part of  the pubilc hearing for the unfunded improvements provided 7.5 
feet for the landscape buffer. However, alternative cross-sections are possible in areas where utilities, right-of-way limitations, or other factors preclude placement of trees in recommended locations.

Overall, though, I'm disappointed with the plan to eventually 
expand Burnet to six lanes, and I think that would be completely the wrong approach. Burnet doesn't need to be a highway. Burnet needs to be a safe and effective multi-modal street. I would love to see the 
separate sidewalks and bike paths from the unfunded improvements - that way, potential conflicts between bicyclists and pedestrians will be reduced. Shared use paths just feel like they introduce a lot of 
potential between bicyclists and pedestrians and forces them to share a space instead of taking space away from cars. I also recommend street trees all up and down the street, and really encourage you to 
install street trees with a planting buffer - street trees provide so much shade that is so beneficial for walking/rolling and biking in Austin, especially in the summer. Street trees also help with pollution and provides 
a pleasant beautification effect. Please do not widen Burnet Rd any more for cars - if you add more lanes to Burnet Road, make them Bus-Only lanes. This would really benefit the 803 and bus riders. See the 
new Post Oak Blvd BRT line in Houston - it is gorgeous.

1. Improvements for all Corridor Users 
The Corridor Program Office is designing and constructing improvements that enhance mobility, safety, and connectivity for all modes of transportation including those who drive, walk, bike, or take transit. These 
improvements are being designed based on the recommendations from the Corridor Mobility Plan for Burnet Road.  

2. Environmental Clearance  
The City of Austin is seeking environmental clearance for improvements that are included in the Corridor Construction Program, adopted by Austin City Council in 2018. Some of the improvements are funded for 
construction through the 2016 Mobility Bond and, if environmental clearance is received this summer as anticipated, construction could begin later this year on some of the improvements. 

3. Project Evaluation and Prioritization 
The Corridor Program Office went through an extensive evaluation and prioritization process to determine what improvements city-wide were possible using 2016 Mobility Bond funding within the eight-year 
timeline set forth by City Council. The plans that resulted from the prioritization process were shared with, reviewed and approved by council. 

4. Additional Travel Lanes in the Unfunded Improvements 
The unfunded improvements shown in the public hearing materials include additional travel lanes.  

This design does not preclude any future improvements and will support future transit operations. If/when funding is secured for the unfunded improvements, the City of Austin will advance those projects to final 
design. This process would include further engagement with Capital Metro and the broader community prior to construction.  

Presently, Burnet Road from US 183 to the MoPac frontage road is owned and operated by the State of Texas. If the City assumes ownership of the roadway from the state, future use of the travel lanes included 
in the unfunded plans will be determined at that time. We would strive to be consistent with the policies in the Austin Strategic Mobility Plan and work closely with Capital Metro to build out Burnet Road. 

5. Bike Lanes in the Unfunded Improvements 
The proposed unfunded improvements would include enhanced and separate pedestrian and bicycle facilities throughout the enter 2.5-mile corridor (between US 183 and the MoPac frontage road).  

Right-of-way (ROW) constraints do not consistently allow for a 10-foot wide landscaped area to separate bike lanes from car traffic and acquiring additional ROW would add significant costs to the Burnet Road 
projects, as well as associated impacts to property owners and local businesses. As shown in the unfunded typical section, bike lanes would be raised and separated from the travel lanes by a 2-foot wide curbside 
buffer to minimize the possibility of direct collisions between cyclists and vehicular traffic. The typical section also shows a 7.5-foot landscape buffer between the raised bike lane and the sidewalk. This is consistent 
with best practice in urban design, which outlines a vision for the corridor that prioritizes the accommodation of shade trees for both cyclists and pedestrians. However, alternative cross-sections are possible in 
areas where utilities or other factors preclude placement of trees in recommended locations. Where such conflicts exist, space for trees may be reserved nearer the curb edge, with the bike lane, buffer, and 
sidewalk located inbound of future trees. If funding becomes available to construct the unfunded improvements, additional design will occur and the Corridor Program Office would further engage the community as 
well as Austin’s Active Transportation and Street Design Division. 

6. Funded Bike & Pedestrian Improvements 
The funded project supports pedestrian and bikeway improvements by creating continuous ADA-compliant sidewalks, shared use paths or protected bike lanes and improved intersection crossings throughout the 
corridor.  

ROW constraints do not consistently allow for a wide landscaped area to separate bike lanes from car traffic. Acquiring additional ROW would add significant costs to the Burnet Road projects, as well as increase 
impacts to property owners and local businesses. As ROW varies across the corridor, constrained locations will require reduced buffers; however, cyclists will remain protected behind the curb. Where ROW allows, 
final design will examine increases to the buffer wherever feasible. 

7. Bike Friendly Intersections (Funded and Unfunded Improvements) 
Intersections are being designed to be bike friendly. This may include pavement markings, signage, reduced curb radii, bike ramps, speed tables, or other safety elements. There are intersection locations where 
some of these improvements are infeasible due to utility and ROW constraints. Each intersection is being evaluated by Austin’s Active Transportation and Street Design Division to integrate bike and pedestrian 
safety elements on a case-by-case basis. 

8. Great Streets Program 
The Corridor Mobility Plans, on which the funded and unfunded improvements are based, include Complete Streets and Great Streets components as part of the overall vision. While some roadways carry higher 
volumes of vehicles, like Burnet Road, the vision set forth in the Mobility Plan includes many back-of-curb improvements that incorporate Complete Streets and Great Streets elements. The Corridor Program has 
planned for tree-lined streets that provide shade for pedestrians, bicyclists and transit users, raised shared-used paths, or dedicated bike lanes to provide safer accommodations for bicyclists and the opportunity to 
enhance or preserve community character. Reaching this full vision will require additional investment. 

COMMENT/RESPONSE MATRIX

We should not be pursuing the unfunded plan to widen this section of Burnet to 6 lanes.  

The plan places the bike path much too close to the roadway, much closer than the funded 4 lane plan, and makes it more likely for a cyclist to fall into traffic or be struck something sticking out from a passing 
vehicle, not to mention how much less pleasant it would make cycling through this area.

The plan also does not seem to include any provisions for transit, despite being part of Project Connect's plan for BRT-lite.  Everyone agrees this area needs better transit access, but widening to 6 general 
purpose lanes (versus widening to add center bus lanes, for example) will leave buses still stuck in traffic.

Given extra funding to improve this section of Burnet road, we should instead focus on making the roadway more pleasant for all users.  Create a tree-lined, landscaped boulevard with ample space for cyclists 
and pedestrians.   Buy up extra ROW to give the road the 'Great Streets' treatment.

The very last thing we should be doing on the 'main street' of our 'second downtown' is to give nearly all of the right-of-way to cars and leave bicyclists and pedestrians with scraps.  I feel like it goes against all of 
the city's plans to change mode share and to create complete streets.  We can make this a pleasant street, or we can make it a pseudo-highway.

Bicycle and pedestrian improvements that are funded for construction include 2.5-miles of continuous ADA-compliant sidewalk and bicycle facilities. The majority of the segment would have shared-use paths, 
except where good existing sidewalk can be leveraged and enhanced bike lanes can be added as a separate facility. The bike and pedestrian facilities would be separated from travel lanes by an 11’ landscape 
buffer.

The proposed unfunded improvements would include enhanced and separate pedestrian and bicycle facilities throughout the enter 2.5-mile corridor (between US 183 and the MoPac frontage road). 

Additionally, all intersections are being designed to be bike friendly. This may include pavement markings, signage, reduced curb radii, bike ramps, speed tables, or other safety elements. There are intersection 
locations where some of these improvements are infeasible due to utility and right-of-way constraints.

Hey there –

I have a question:  Will the planned, funded improvements for Burnet Road include continuous shared use paths on both sides of the road all the way from 183 up to about 300 feet north of the Gault Lane 
intersection?

And a follow-up:  If not, where will the gaps be?

The reason I ask:  This is unclear from the project materials I’ve found online – especially when the Burnet Road information is compared with the North Lamar information currently available for that hearing. 

For North Lamar, the hearing presentation emphasizes that the funded improvements for this 6-mile corridor include “12 miles of new, shared-use paths to create continuous ADA-compliant sidewalk and bicycle 
facilities” (emphasis added).

In contrast, for Burnet Road, the hearing presentation states that the funded improvements for this 2.5-mile corridor include “Up to 2.5-miles of new, shared-use paths“ (emphasis added). The “typical section” on 
slide 14 does show shared-use paths on both sides of the road, but there is no mention of the word “continuous,” and the vague use of “up to,” combined with the mention of 2.5 miles rather than 5, leaves me 
concerned.

I have looked at the detailed plans shown in the Official Project Description, but those plans appear to show the longer-term, unfunded improvements. The only description I see of the currently funded 
improvements is the “typical section” of Phase 1 improvements shown on page 18, which is the same cross-section shown on slide 14 of the hearing presentation.

I’d be grateful for any light you can shed on this. Bike Austin will be sending out an email very soon, and we want to have accurate information. I left a voicemail earlier today at 512-974-7751 (the number 
provided for asking questions), but I haven’t heard back yet.

For example, the Burnet Road corridor team is working with Capital Metro staff to integrate MetroRapid station enhancements, such as in-street bus pads, bike/scooter parking, improved shelters, and near-level 
boarding. Regarding bus pullouts, they can result in further travel delay as buses experience difficulty re-entering the travel lane. Consequently, NACTO recommends buses load passengers from the travel lane 
rather than utilizing a bus pullout lane. Some bus pull-outs can accommodate traffic control and/or signaling to allow buses to reenter the flow of traffic, but otherwise, these pull-outs can reduce transit service 
quality.

Bicycle and pedestrian improvements that are funded for construction include 2.5-miles of continuous ADA-compliant sidewalk and bicycle facilities. The majority of the segment would have shared-use paths, 
except where good existing sidewalk can be leveraged and enhanced bike lanes can be added as a separate facility.

Intersections are being designed to be bike friendly. This may include pavement markings, signage, reduced curb radii, bike ramps, speed tables, or other safety elements. There are intersection locations where 
some of these improvements are infeasible due to utility and right-of-way (ROW) constraints. Each intersection is being evaluated by Austin’s Active Transportation and Street Design Division to integrate bike and 
pedestrian safety elements on a case-by-case basis.

For the funded improvements, ROW constraints do not consistently allow for a wide landscaped area to separate bike lanes from car traffic. Acquiring additional ROW would add significant costs to the Burnet 
Road projects, as well as increase impacts to property owners and local businesses. As ROW varies across the corridor, constrained locations will require reduced buffers; however, cyclists will remain protected 
behind the curb. Where ROW allows, final design will examine increases to the buffer wherever feasible.

The unfunded improvements would add an additional through travel lane in both the northbound and southbound directions. The additional travel lanes could be used by cars as well as transit. All final design 
efforts will strive to be consistent with the policies in the Austin Strategic Mobility Plan.

As shown in the unfunded typical section, bike lanes would be raised and separated from the travel lanes by a 2-foot wide curbside buffer to minimize the possibility of direct collisions between cyclists and 
vehicular traffic. The typical section also shows a 7.5-foot landscape buffer between the raised bike lane and the sidewalk. This is consistent with best practice in urban design, which outlines a vision for the 
corridor that prioritizes the accommodation of shade trees for both cyclists and pedestrians. However, alternative cross-sections are possible in areas where utilities or other factors preclude placement of trees in 
recommended locations.

I drive this stretch frequently and 98% of the time there is excess capacity, and usually a lot of excess capacity. Furthermore, drivers already don't travel at high speed even when the road is clear, hardly ever 
reaching the current speed limit of 45mph, because it is a road with a large number of business entrances and pedestrian traffic. Widening the road further--and it is already wide!--isn't going to make drivers 
speed up much at all, because you're not going to have a left lane going 15 mph faster than the right lane where people are constantly turning into driveways--the vast majority of drivers in the left and center lane 
will always slow somewhat when the car alongside them slows to turn, to reduce the chance of an accident. In fact, the only stretch of this road where people do regularly get over 45mph is the last northbound 
stretch just before Mopac--where the road is, yes, wider, but also where there are no driveways--and it is extraordinarily dangerous there because drivers feel like they are already on an onramp and many do not 
realize there is a light at Gracy Farms until it is too late. I cannot think of another intersection I have ever seen in my life where I have personally witnessed so many people running a red light at high speed, and 
there have been people killed at that intersection in recent years as the well-kept roadside memorial attests.

Meanwhile I also walk in the area a lot, and crossing Burnet Road is currently possible but certainly not inviting. Making such crossings forbidding seems like a poor decision when Austin's 'second downtown' is 
immediately alongside. There are currently prospects for more and more housing and business development on the east side of Burnet, but splitting that side further apart from the Domain will reduce the appeal 
of those developments and thus reduce the potential value of the entire area in general.

So I see substantial negatives to adding the additional pavement, and only slight if any positives.

The Corridor Program Office is designing and constructing improvements that enhance mobility, safety, and connectivity for all modes of transportation including those who drive, walk, bike, or take transit. These 
improvements are being designed based on the recommendations from the Corridor Mobility Plan for Burnet Road. 

According to data collected by Austin Transportation, 918 crashes occurred between 2015 - 2020. Those crashes resulted in 4 fatalities, 19 serious injuries, and involved 5 bicyclists and 14 pedestrians. The 
approximately 60 access driveways create potential crash points within this 2.5-mile segment of Burnet Road, contributing to the safety and mobility issues. 

Bicycle and pedestrian improvements that are funded for construction include 2.5-miles of continuous ADA-compliant sidewalk and bicycle facilities. The majority of the segment would have shared-use paths, 
except where good existing sidewalk can be leveraged and enhanced bike lanes can be added as a separate facility. The bike/pedestrian facilities would be separated from travel lanes by an 11-foot landscape 
buffer.

Additionally, all intersections are being designed to be bike friendly. This may include pavement markings, signage, reduced curb radii, bike ramps, speed tables, or other safety elements. There are intersection 
locations where some of these improvements are infeasible due to utility and right-of-way constraints. Each intersection is being evaluated by Austin’s Active Transportation and Street Design Division to integrate 
bike and pedestrian safety elements on a case-by-case basis.

Capital Metropolitan Transportation Authority would like to take this opportunity to comment on the presentation slides provided during the Burnet Road Corridor Mobility and Safety Improvement Virtual Public 
Hearing. 

We recommend that the Proposed Improvements – Not yet funded for construction (introduced on slide 13) indicate that any additional right of way provided will be dedicated for transit. The cross section shown 
on slide 15 should indicate that all proposed additional right of way will be preserved for transit priority lanes or dedicated transit lanes.

We recognize that the corridor is within TXDOT Right of Way and that coordination with the state agency will be required. However, multiple City of Austin Council and Capital Metro Board approved planning 
documents and resolutions that incorporate extensive community outreach and coordination have specified that this portion of Burnet Road will have dedicated transit lanes. These documents include but are not 
limited to:

North Burnet/Gateway Plan –designates Burnet Road as a four-lane, pedestrian-friendly Transit Boulevard
2013 Burnet Road Corridor Development Program – recommends “two exclusive (bus rapid transit) lanes in the middle of the corridor.”
2016 Mobility Bond Contract with the Voters - (Resolution 20160818-074) - corridors included in the program should promote, “connectivity, and improved effectiveness of transit operations, should be “transit-
supportive,” and should “increase transit ridership.”
Imagine Austin Comprehensive Plan- Burnet Road is identified as a high capacity transit corridor
Capital Metro Connections 2025 Service Plan- Burnet Road remains a MetroRapid (Bus Rapid Transit) route
Capital Metro Project Connect, - Burnet Road is an Enhance MetroRapid route
Austin Strategic Mobility Plan (ASMP) - Burnet Road Corridor from Palm Way to US 183 consist of 6 travel lanes with transit priority treatments and to “preserve the ability to operate transit in dedicated pathways 
in the future”
Dedicated transit lanes work best in corridors like Burnet Road with high, all-day volumes of traffic. Dedicated transit lanes allow roadways already experiencing a high level of transit traffic to isolate the transit 
vehicles into separate lanes. Dedicated transit lanes simplify the roadway by clearly marking where transit vehicles can operate, allowing them to stop and load and unload passengers without weaving into and 
out of traffic. Dedicating the space in this way not only improves safety but also reliability of the service and overall efficiency of the service. Faster, more reliable transit service is attractive to existing and 
potential customers and helps to implement the following indicators and targets of the ASMP:
 
Increase the share of Austin residents who take transit to work - Achieve 16% of residents who take transit to work by 2039 (3.9% of residents took transit to work between 2013 and 2017)
Improve on-time performance for transit service that operates at a frequency of 10 or more minutes
Improve bunching and excess headway for transit service that operates at a frequency of 15-minutes or less
Increase the number of transit priority treatments at intersections along the Transit Priority Network
Increase transit ridership - Achieve at least a 1% year over year increase
Decrease transit travel time - Decrease transit travel time to work by 10% by 2039 (Mean travel time to work was 39.5 minutes between 2013 and 2017 for residents who took transit to work)

Bicycle and pedestrian improvements that are funded for construction include 2.5-miles of continuous ADA-compliant sidewalk and bicycle facilities. The majority of the segment would have shared-use paths, 
except where good existing sidewalk can be leveraged and enhanced bike lanes can be added as a separate facility. The bike/pedestrian facilities would be separated from travel lanes by an 11-foot landscape 
buffer.

The unfunded improvements would add an additional through travel lane in both the northbound and southbound directions. The additional travel lanes could be used by cars as well as transit. All final design 
efforts will strive to be consistent with the policies in the Austin Strategic Mobility Plan.

Right-of-way (ROW) constraints do not consistently allow for a 10-foot wide landscaped area to separate bike lanes from car traffic and acquiring additional ROW would add significant costs to the Burnet Road 
projects, as well as associated impacts to property owners and local businesses.

As shown in the typical section for the unfunded improvements, bike lanes would be raised and separated from the travel lanes by a 2-foot wide curbside buffer to minimize the possibility of direct collisions 
between cyclists and vehicular traffic. The typical section also shows a 7.5-foot landscape buffer between the raised bike lane and the sidewalk. This is consistent with Corridor Design Standards, which outline an 
urban design vision for the corridor that prioritizes the accommodation of shade trees for both cyclists and pedestrians. However, alternative cross-sections are possible in areas where utilities or other factors 
preclude placement of trees in recommended locations. Where such conflicts exist, space for trees may be reserved nearer the curb edge, with the bike lane, buffer, and sidewalk located inbound of future trees. If 
funding becomes available to construct the unfunded improvements, additional design will occur and the Corridor Program Office would further engage the community as well as Austin’s Active Transportation and 
Street Design Division.

All intersections are being designed to be bike friendly. This may include pavement markings, signage, reduced curb radii, bike ramps, speed tables, or other safety elements. There are intersection locations 
where some of these improvements are infeasible due to utility and ROW constraints. Each intersection is being evaluated by Austin’s Active Transportation and Street Design Division to integrate bike and 
pedestrian safety elements on a case-by-case basis.

I am in favor of the proposed improvements to Burnet Rd. I especially like bike lanes that are physically separated from the vehicle travel lanes, since it feels safer for motorists and bicyclists. I have a few 
questions: 1. In areas where the existing sidewalk is left to remain, have investigations been done to make sure it is of sufficient quality? 2. Near Sta 300+00, the funded schematic shows a proposed upgraded 
traffic signal, but the unfunded schematic shows it as "signal to be installed by others". What is the purpose of this traffic signal if there is a proposed median blocking left turns from that driveway (the median is 
part of the unfunded improvements)? 3. Will the currently funded improvements have to be removed to construct the unfunded improvements? 

Inspections of the existing Burnet Road conditions were completed during the Preliminary Engineering phase of work, including sidewalks. Where possible, sidewalks in good condition will be leveraged. Insufficient 
and missing sidewalks will be addressed by the funded improvements to create continuous ADA-compliant sidewalks on both sides of the corridor.

The proposed traffic signal is being installed in a different project. Given the concurrent timing of these projects, the designs are still informing one another. Turning lane storage as required at the new signal will be 
provided in the final designed improvements for this project.

Design Standards have been established in part to help leverage the funded improvements so that they can be phased into the future (currently unfunded) improvements. If funding becomes available to construct 
the unfunded improvements, the City will make efforts to leverage the critical mobility and safety improvements that are put in place in the near-term.

Further design refinments are underway to allow for smoother bikeway and shared-use path transitions, while avoiding conflicts with utilities such as overhead poles and water valves.

Various elements recommended by the National Association of City Transportation Officials to help reduce design speed are included in the Burnet Road corridor improvements, such as: 
• Reasonable sizing of travel and turn lane widths, which does not encourage speeding
• Intermittent median islands and pedestrian refuge islands where feasible
• Bike and pedestrian friendly intersection improvements with signal timing designed for increased crossing safety and managed speeds
• Landscaping enhancements, with traffic calming elements such as trees (not yet funded for construction)

These comments are in regards to the
 Burnet Road (US 183 to MoPac Frontage Road) project.

This is part of the City of Austin's all-ages-and-abilities network. It was funded by Austin voters
 in 2016 with the understanding that an all-ages-and-abilities bikeway and sidewalks would be built. It is welcome that this project includes pedestrian, bicycling, and ADA accommodations across much of the 
project.

The currently proposed Burnet Road design puts the street trees and landscaping between the bikeway and sidewalk. Instead, the trees should be put between the bikeway and
 the motor vehicle lanes, and a smaller buffer should be put between the bikeway and sidewalk.

The bikeway makes unnecessary turns (or realignments). Also, for many of the turns, the turn radii are too sharp. It is reasonable to expect two people to want to ride
 side-by-side at 15 mph, and for some users to want to travel 20 mph in wet conditions or where occasional sediment exists. The turn radii should allow for these uses. The frequent and sharp turns exacerbate 
the concern that the bikeway is too close to the
 motor vehicle lanes.

The proposed street design is dangerous. It puts people bicycling too close to the motor vehicle lanes. The motor vehicle traffic has three through lanes in each direction
 and traffic volume is expected to be high. Motor vehicle traffic will be moving fast, likely at speeds of 35-55 mph.

The design speed appears to be meant for non-urban locations. For example, there is no such street design in the NACTO Urban Street Design Guide, which Austin CIty Council
 adopted in 2015.

In 2018, the Austin Bicycle Advisory Council (BAC) reviewed the city's draft Austin Street Design Guide, which also placed bikeways too close to the road along multilane
 streets. The BAC formally recommended at that time that the guide instead place the street trees between the bikeway and motor vehicle lanes. The BAC has also given the same recommendation regarding 
street treets to TxDOT and the City of Austin in the context
 of proposed new I-35 crossings.

The deadly consequences are exemplified in multiple ways:
On 10/30/2001, Krishan Walters was riding on a sidewalk along South First Street. Due to an unexpected obstacle on the sidewalk, she fell into the road and was immediately killed by a bus.
On 5/21/2020, Ginger Mattox was on a sidewalk near Pond Springs Road and U.S. 183 North when she was struck and killed by a car that departed the roadway.

There are countless other examples of this design resulting in fatalities and serious injuries to other people in our community.
 TxDOT's "clear zone" policy encourages the space adjacent to its highways to be kept clear of fixed objects so that people can drive their motor vehicles off the road and not immediately hit a fixed object. This 
policy is appropriate for non-urban environments or controlled-access highways without people walking and bicycling, but it is not appropriate for urban street environments, and definitely not appropriate for 
streets with high levels of zoning density. In this case, every person bicycling on this bikeway--young and old--would be in the designated highway "clear zone".

The slip lanes (e.g. at U.S. 183) should either be removed, or should be designed with pedestrian and bicyclist safety in mind, in addition to motorist safety. Adding raised crosswalks and improving sight lines 
both help.

The corner turning radii for the motor vehicles lanes should be decreased, so that turning traffic travels at safer speeds when crossing the crosswalk and bikeway crossing.

The proposed plan is missing dedicated transit lanes, which will be sorely needed here and which are a key part of the City of Austin approved plans for this corridor, e.g. in the Austin Strategic Mobility Plan 
(ASMP).

The expansion of the roadway from 4 through lanes to 6 through lanes for general motor vehicle traffic is problematic. This does not match what the ASMP called for. It stated that the added lanes would be for 
transit.

Given the growth 
in this area, due to the Domain and the MLS stadium, there will be an increase in cyclists as well as motorist, which increases the need for protected bike lane).

Any bike lane must include physical separation of cyclists from motorists.  By physical, I do not mean a painted stripe with occasional white pylons or concrete bumps.   These are totally insufficient, as any cyclist 
will tell you as they ride by broken/missing pylons and broken/displaced bumps.   A physical barrier must be at least 3 feet wide, continuous, and elevated above the roadway pavement by at least 6 inches, so 
that drivers who 'drift' into this barrier will immediately have to course correct before they hit a cyclist.   Driver 'drift' is the #1 issue for cyclists today; driver 'drift' is a result of drivers texting or otherwise taking their 
eyes off the road due to in-car distractions.

I write in relation to the proposed near term and long term changes to Burnet Road. Overall, the near term changes look okay, while the long term road widening is awful and definitely should not happen. Below 
are my detailed feedback.

Comments on proposed near term changes

I especially support the shared-use paths. I ask that the bicycle and pedestrian areas be clearly visually delineated in some way, for example by different colored paving.
Retime traffic lights to reduce vehicle speeds to 35mph or less.
Ensure that pedestrian crossing lights give people ample time to cross and sign such lights to indicate that bikes may also cross on a ped signal.
Ensure that there is a pedestrian crossing at least every 1/8 of a mile.
Plant shade trees for bikes/peds. Because of the summer heat, this should be considered essential infrastructure, not an amenity, and included in near term, not long term, changes.
Ensure that intersections are protected for bicycles.

Comments on proposed long term changes

I strongly oppose widening the road to 6 lanes. This violates numerous City plans - eg. ASMP modeshift goals, Vision Zero, etc. If there is congestion problems, the existing space should be repurposed for more 
space-efficient modes such as walking, bicycling, and public transportation.

I am very concerned that the unfunded plan for Burnet Road does not include enough Right-of-Way or curb-to-curb width to provide for future transit upgrades for center-running dedicated bus or rail transit. In 
other forums, Project Connect has indicated a minimum 38' is necessary for center-running transitway with a median boarding station. Project Connect recently upgraded the "Gold Line" bus line from 
"MetroRapid" bus service to light-rail in their long-term vision. This kind of upgrade would appear to be impossible on the unfunded proposal's configuration while still preserving two car travel lanes in each 
direction, as taking the median and the wider travel lanes only yields 33'. Given Austin's rapidly growing population in general, and this area in particular, it would be irresponsible and wasteful to invest public 
funding in either the funded or unfunded plans into a roadway configuration that would need to be torn out to provide mobility service to the population every reasonable estimate assumes will come to the area.

As such, I offer the following feedback:
1. The unfunded plan for all of Burnet Road must include center-running dedicated bus lanes with median stations.
2. Barring that, the unfunded plan should have enough curb-to-curb roadway width to accommodate 38' for future transit-exclusive upgrades, which is necessary for center-running dedicated transit with median 
boarding stations.
3. The funded plan should be made as compatible as possible with the curb-to-curb and ROW width of the unfunded plan in order to minimize the costs of upgrading to the unfunded plan.

In 2016, Austin voters passed the 2016 Mobility Bond, which provides $720 million for 
transportation improvements throughout the City of Austin. As part of the Corridor 
Mobility Program, some of the bond funds are being used to design and construct 
multi-modal improvements on nine major roadways.

Burnet Road, between Koenig Lane and MoPac Expressway, is one of the nine major 
roadways in the Corridor Mobility Program. 

The City of Austin completed a Corridor Mobility Plan for Burnet Road in December 
2013.

This virtual public hearing will focus specifically on the segment of Burnet Road 
beginning at US 183 and extending north for 2.5 miles to the MoPac frontage road.

The City of Austin conducted an environmental analysis to understand the potential 
impacts of the proposed mobility, safety and connectivity improvements for the entire 
Burnet Road corridor. For Burnet Road between US 183 and the MoPac frontage road, 
the analysis was conducted in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act, 
or NEPA, because this portion of Burnet Road is owned and maintained by TxDOT.

Some of the proposed improvements evaluated by the City of Austin would be funded 
by the voter-approved 2016 Mobility Bond. The City has also evaluated the 
environmental impacts of additional improvements outside the existing right of way 
which are not yet funded for construction.

This is a typical section of the existing road configuration. The segment of Burnet 
Road from US 183 to the MoPac frontage road currently consists of 4 travel lanes, two 
in the northbound and two in the southbound directions, separated by a two-way 
center running left turn lane. There are no existing bicycle lanes and existing sidewalks 
lack connectivity. The existing drainage is generally an open ditch system; and 
therefore, further hinders pedestrian mobility. 
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THE NEED FOR IMPROVEMENTS

• Traffic volume
exceeds 35,000
vehicles/day

• Approximately 60
access driveways in
2.5 miles

The purpose of the project is to address safety concerns and congestion on Burnet 
Road. Over 35,000 vehicles travel this major Austin roadway per day and approximately 
60 access driveways in 2.5 miles create additional safety concerns.

According to crash data collected by the Austin Transportation Department, there were 
more than 900 crashes on this section of Burnet Road between 2015 and 2020. Those 
crashes resulted in 23 fatalities or serious injuries. 19 bicyclists or pedestrians were 
involved in crashes throughout the time observed.

The funded project would include up to eight traffic signal improvements with 
enhanced technology as well as intersection improvements with turn lane 
modifications in three identified locations.

These 
would include 2.5-miles of full street reconstruction to widen Burnet Road from 4 
lanes to 6 lanes with an additional through lane in both travel directions, enhanced 
and separate pedestrian and bicycle facilities, streetscape, trees, median islands, and 
street lighting.

PROPOSED FUNDED IMPROVEMENT

This typical section provides a view of what the proposed funded improvements would 
look like. 

The project would largely be constructed within the existing right of way. Starting from 
the outside moving in, 9-foot shared-use paths would be on either side of the road with 
up to 11-foot landscape sections separating cyclists and pedestrians from the travel 
lanes. It should be noted that the near-term funded improvements would require 
limited ROW, with needs generally restricted to areas at major intersections with turn 
lanes.

The northbound and southbound travel lanes would remain, and landscaping would be 
added to the median islands.

PROPOSED UNFUNDED IMPROVEMENTS

This typical section provides a preview of what the proposed unfunded improvements 
would look like.

The right of way would be widened from 120 feet to 145 feet. Starting again from the 
outside moving in, the bicycle and pedestrian facilities would be separated and 
enhanced. There would be an 8-foot sidewalk, a 7-and-a-half-foot landscaped section, 
and a 7-foot bicycle lane. A 2-foot buffer would separate cyclists from the travel lanes. 

An additional through travel lane would also be added in both the northbound and 
southbound directions.

As part of the project's compliance with NEPA, the City of Austin assessed traffic noise, 
cultural resources, hazardous materials, water resources, biological resources, and 
social and community impacts within the corridor. Overall, impacts to environmental 
resources would be minimal.

Throughout the development of these improvements, the City worked to reduce and 
minimize potential impacts.  

Following is a summary of the identified impacts.

The 
project would potentially impact 0.58 acres of riparian habitat. Coordination with the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Department has been completed. 

The following best management practices, or BMPs, would be implemented to 
minimize biological impacts: vegetation BMPs, amphibian and aquatic reptile BMPs for 
Woodhouse’s toad; terrestrial reptile BMPs for the eastern box turtle; bird BMPs for the 
Western Burrowing Owl; and bat BMPs for the cave myotis, big brown bat, eastern red 
bat, hoary bat, and Mexican free- tailed bat.

A Traffic Noise Analysis was conducted in accordance with TxDOT Guidelines for 
Analysis and Abatement of Roadway Traffic Noise. Noise abatement measures, in the 
form of a barrier wall, were considered at three apartment locations. Upon further 
analyses, it was determined that the noise barriers would not be feasible due to 
ineffectiveness in reducing impacts and constructability factors such as right of way, 
utilities, blocking business access, and cost constraints that exceeded approved 
reasonable noise wall barrier cost as set by the Federal Highway Administration.
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Social & Community Impacts

• No displacements
• Minor access changes

• 8 proposed driveway closures; accessibility would be retained
• Intermittent raised median islands

• Limited English Proficiency (LEP) and minority populations
• No adverse effects

• Increased bicyclist and pedestrian safety

ENVIRONMENTAL STUDIES

No displacements are anticipated as a result of the proposed project. Access 
management measures including median islands and driveway consolidations are 
proposed to improve safety and mobility for all users. The project would include the 
closure of eight driveways; however, properties impacted by driveway closures would 
remain accessible by other access points to the property.

The proposed project includes intermittent raised median islands throughout the 
project area to control left turn movements and to reduce the risk of potential crashes 
as well as improve comfort levels for motorists and pedestrians.

Limited English Proficiency, or LEP, populations were identified within the project area. 
LEP persons were given and will continue to be given the opportunity for meaningful 
involvement in the NEPA process. The project would not have any adverse effects on 
low-income or minority populations.

The bike lanes, sidewalks, and intersection improvements were included in the design 
to provide a safe environment for bicyclists and pedestrians. The Burnet Road project is 
consistent with the Capital Area Metropolitan 2040 Regional Transportation Plan, 
adopted in 2015.

Overall, the project would provide increased safety and connectivity for all modes of 
transportation, which is consistent with the City of Austin’s Strategic Mobility Plan.

The project would meet Section 401 Water Quality Certification and would warrant 
compliance with Section 402 requirements under a blanket certification from Texas 
Commission on Environmental Quality, or TCEQ, for projects permitted by Nationwide 
Permit #14. 

Coordination with TCEQ would be required under their pre-existing agreement with 
TxDOT.

We anticipate that the project will receive environmental clearance this summer. 

Plans for our first construction project, at the Burnet Road and Braker Lane intersection, 
are currently in development and should be completed in Summer 2020.

Plans for the improvements for the remainder of the project area from US 183 to the 
MoPac frontage road are in concurrent development and should be completed in Fall 
2021. As a reminder, these project limits of Burnet Road, owned and maintained by 
TxDOT, are the focus of this presentation. Some utility relocations are anticipated as 
part of this larger project. The anticipated construction start date is late 2022.

Hey there-

I have a question: Will the planned, funded improvements for Burnet Road include continuous shared use paths 

on both sides of the road all the way from 183 up to about 300 feet north of the Gault Lane intersection? 

And a follow-up: If not, where will the gaps be? 

The reason I ask: This is unclear from the project materials I've found on line - especially when the Burnet Road 

information is compared with the North Lamar information currently available for that hearing. 

• For North Lamar, the hearing_Qresentation emphasizes that the funded improvements for this 6-mile

corridor include "12 miles of new, shared-use paths to create continuous ADA-compliant sidewalk and

bicycle facilities" (emphasis added).

• In contrast, for Burnet Road, the hearing_12resentation states that the funded improvements for this 2.5-

mile corridor include "Up to 2.5-miles of new, shared-use paths" (emphasis added). The "typical section"

on slide 14 does show shared-use paths on both sides of the road, but there is no mention of the word

"continuous," and the vague use of "up to," combined with the mention of 2.5 miles rather than 5, leaves

me concerned.

I have looked at the detailed plans shown in the Official Project DescriQtion. but those plans appear to show the 

longer-term, unfunded improvements. The only description I see of the currently funded improvements is the 

"typical section" of Phase 1 improvements shown on page 18, which is the same cross-section shown on slide 14 

of the hearing presentation. 

I'd be grateful for any light you can shed on this. Bike Austin will be sending out an email very soon, and we want 

to have accurate information. I left a voicemail earlier today at 512-974-7751 (the number provided for asking 

questions), but I haven't heard back yet.

Dear City of Austin Corridor Program Office, 

I write in relation to the proposed near term and long term changes to Burnet Road. Overall, the near term 
changes look okay, while the long term road widening is awful and definitely should not happen. Below 
are my detailed feedback. 

Comments on proposed near term changes 

• I especially support the shared-use paths. I ask that the bicycle and pedestrian areas be clearly
visually delineated in some way, for example by different colored paving. 

• Retime traffic lights to reduce vehicle speeds to 35mph or less.

• Ensure that pedestrian crossing lights give people ample time to cross and sign such lights to
indicate that bikes may also cross on a ped signal. 

• Ensure that there is a pedestrian crossing at least every 1/8 of a mile.

• Plant shade trees for bikes/peds. Because of the summer heat, this should be considered
essential infrastructure, not an amenity, and included in near term, not long term, changes. 

• Ensure that intersections are protected for bicycles.

Comments on proposed long term changes 

• I strongly oppose widening the road to 6 lanes. This violates numerous City plans - eg. ASMP
modeshift goals, Vision Zero, etc. If there is congestion problems, the existing space should be 
repurposed for more space-efficient modes such as walking, bicycling, and public 
transportation. Widening the road will not ease congestion because of induced demand. Why 
is ATD still proposing road-widening in this day and age? 

• The shared-use path should not be within just a few feet of the roadway

To Whom It May Concern: 
I am very concerned that the unfunded plan for Burnet Road does not include enough Right-of-Way 
or curb-to-curb width to provide for future transit upgrades for center-running dedicated bus or 
rail transit. In other forums, Project Connect has indicated a minimum 38' is necessary for center-
running transitway with a median boarding station. Project Connect recently upgraded the "Gold 
Line" bus line from "MetroRapid" bus service to light-rail in their long-term vision. This kind of 
upgrade would appear to be impossible on the unfunded proposal's configuration while still 
preserving two car travel lanes in each direction, as taking the median and the wider travel lanes 
only yields 33'. Given Austin's rapidly growing population in general, and this area in particular, it 
would be irresponsible and wasteful to invest public funding in either the funded or unfunded plans 
into a roadway configuration that would need to be torn out to provide mobility service to the 
population every reasonable estimate assumes will come to the area. 
As such, I offer the following feedback: 
1. The unfunded plan for all of Burnet Road must include center-running dedicated bus lanes with 
median stations. 
2. Barring that, the unfunded plan should have enough curb-to-curb roadway width to 
accommodate 38' for future transit-exclusive upgrades, which is necessary for center-running 
dedicated transit with median boarding stations. 
3. The funded plan should be made as compatible as possible with the curb-to-curb and ROW width 
of the unfunded plan in order to minimize the costs of upgrading to the unfunded plan. 
I am also concerned about the location of the main landscape buffer in the unfunded plan - between 
the sidewalk and bike lanes, leaving only a 2' buffer between the bicycle and travel lanes. 2' is not 
enough buffer and I suggest the main landscape buffer be moved to between the bicycle and car 
travel lanes in order to provide more comfort and safety to bicyclists.

The plan places the bike path much too close to the roadway, much closer than the funded 4 lane plan, and makes it more likely for a cyclist to fall into traffic or be struck something sticking out from a passing vehicle, not to mention how much less 
pleasant it would make cycling through this area.

The plan also does not seem to include any provisions for transit, despite being part of Project Connect's plan for BRT-lite.  Everyone agrees this area needs better transit access, but widening to 6 general purpose lanes (versus widening to add center bus 
lanes, for example) will leave buses still stuck in traffic.

Given extra funding to improve this section of Burnet road, we should instead focus on making the roadway more pleasant for all users.  Create a tree-lined, landscaped boulevard with ample space for cyclists and pedestrians.   Buy up extra ROW to give 
the road the 'Great Streets' treatment.

The very last thing we should be doing on the 'main street' of our 'second downtown' is to give nearly all of the right-of-way to cars and leave bicyclists and pedestrians with scraps.  I feel like it goes against all of the city's plans to change mode share and 
to create complete streets.

I drive this stretch frequently and 98% of the time there is excess capacity, and usually a lot of excess capacity. Furthermore, drivers already don't travel at high speed even when the road is clear, hardly ever reaching the current speed limit of 45mph, 
because it is a road with a large number of business entrances and pedestrian traffic. Widening the road further--and it is already wide!--isn't going to make drivers speed up much at all, because you're not going to have a left lane going 15 mph faster 
than the right lane where people are constantly turning into driveways--the vast majority of drivers in the left and center lane will always slow somewhat when the car alongside them slows to turn, to reduce the chance of an accident. In fact, the only 
stretch of this road where people do regularly get over 45mph is the last northbound stretch just before Mopac--where the road is, yes, wider, but also where there are no driveways--and it is extraordinarily dangerous there because drivers feel like they 
are already on an onramp and many do not realize there is a light at Gracy Farms until it is too late. I cannot think of another intersection I have ever seen in my life where I have personally witnessed so many people running a red light at high speed, and 
there have been people killed at that intersection in recent years as the well-kept roadside memorial attests.

Burnet Road from anywhere north of 45th St. is a deathtrap for cyclists, so it is encouraging to hear that the City of Austin is considering protected bike lanes on Burnet between 183 to Mopac.   Given the growth in this area, due to the Domain and the 
MLS stadium, there will be an increase in cyclists as well as motorist, which increases the need for protected bike lane).

Any bike lane must include physical separation of cyclists from motorists.  By physical, I do not mean a painted stripe with occasional white pylons or concrete bumps.   These are totally insufficient, as any cyclist will tell you as they ride by broken/missing 
pylons and broken/displaced bumps.   A physical barrier must be at least 3 feet wide, continuous, and elevated above the roadway pavement by at least 6 inches, so that drivers who 'drift' into this barrier will immediately have to course correct before 
they hit a cyclist.   Driver 'drift' is the #1 issue for cyclists today; driver 'drift' is a result of drivers texting or otherwise taking their eyes off the road due to in-car distractions.   It is fatal to both cyclists and pedestrians, and TOTALLY PREVENTABLE by 
physical barriers.
