In order to improve housing services for our residents, the City of Austin uses a continuum as the framework for investment to link housing programs through the community and to assist residents in moving into the private housing market. The continuum extends across eight categories -- from homeless services, emergency shelters, transitional housing, public housing and assisted housing to rental housing, first-time homebuyer housing, and owner-occupied housing. This continuum allows us to evaluate how our programs assist residents in moving toward self -sufficiency.  Also, and more importantly, this provides a framework for collaboration and partnerships



Both the quantitative analysis of Austin's housing needs and feedback from residents and stakeholders reinforced that the most pressing housing needs facing this community are rippling through every level of the continuum. It recognizes the reality that the housing crisis is impacting both the very poor as well as the moderate income families in our community.
