Includes floor drains, 

floor sinks, trap primers, 

and trench drains. This 

is a pre-concrete pour, 

but after Plumbing 

Rough.

502 Plumbing 

Top Out 
(for all drain waste and 

vent piping is complete 

through roof, includes 

tubs, shower pans, 

above the finish floor)

504 Interior 

Water Line
(combine with 502 

plumbing Top Out 

when more than 

one floor. Test with 

50 psi or with 

existing city water 

pressure) 

503 Plumbing 

Gas Rough
(piping size and 

material must be 

compliant, and 

includes gas 

test) 

512 Med Gas 

Rough (during 

initial pressure 

test)

513 Med Gas 

Top Out (for 

testing cross 

connection and 

blow down)

516 Med Gas 

Final (all work is 

complete.
