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· Austin must have an updated Historic Resources Survey and Preservation Plan in place before LDC moves forward, to include properties fifty years or older.
· Historic Resources Survey and Preservation Plan should be updated routinely.
· Neighborhoods and commercial districts with clusters of historic resources should be recognized and protected with zoning and demolition restrictions.
· Neighborhood character should be reflected in new construction design standards in terms of height, setbacks, FAR, and topography.
· Demolitions of historic structures that define neighborhood or district character should be discouraged.
· Demolition or zoning rules should be consistent, transparent, and infractions should have real consequences.
· Development review should be consistent, transparent and thorough.
· Places that Austin LDC might enhance or transform and should preserve character-defining structures:
1.  Existing National Register Historic Districts which are primary corridors in our City and critical historic fabric, but have minimal City protections such as Congress Avenue, East 6th Street, West Line District.
2. Central residential neighborhoods that have intense development pressure but high concentrations of historic fabric and a diversity of housing stock, such as in east Austin; north-central Austin with mid-century structures; neighborhoods along South Congress, S. 1st and S. Lamar; Historic structures in neighborhoods near UT and along Guadalupe.
3. The Capitol Complex area and from 15th to MLK, Trinity to San Antonio & 11th to 15th, Trinity to San Jacinto, which is currently characterized by:
	a. Dominated by inefficient and underutilized multi story and surface parking 	garages
	b. Concentrations of single use development, (predominately city and state 	offices), 
	c. No or little retail,	
	d. No or little residential,
	e. Poor pedestrian design,
	f. Large parcel sizes that attract REIT development and undermine city fabric.


Related Notes:  
· Place an emphasis on adequate training and accountability for development review and code enforcement staff.  
· Include appropriate protections for historic assets in planning for effective transportation corridors and multi-modal transport as this is critical in preserving historic districts and central neighborhoods.
· Historic Preservation should be better integrated in the City planning process.
