Major patterns for February auto thefts were: 

  Trucks:  26 cases, down from 41 in January 

  Hondas:  16 cases (mid 90’s), down from 29 in January  

  Motorcycles: 5 cases, down from 8 in January 

  In 41% of auto thefts, keys were used to steal the vehicles (keys left in vehicle, lost keys, etc)
