History, Arts, and Nature Division
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The History, Arts, and Nature Division of the Parks and Recreation Department is pleased to partner with MINDPOP and the Austin Creative Alliance in creating a comprehensive professional development effort to increase the number of professional teaching artists of all genres in Austin.  With the assistance of a grant from the National Endowment of the Arts, the Emerging Teaching Artists (ETA) seminar will also provide a limited number of scholarships to increase the number of artists from underrepresented communities in the classroom.  Recipients will have a clear interest in teaching arts to children K-12, with a strong arts resume and demonstrated financial need.





ETA Teaching Artist Training: During Spring of 2015, students will meet twice a week for 6 weeks as they learn the foundations of working as a teaching artist. The ETA seminar series will use hands-on, experiential learning, readings, and discussions with representatives from arts organizations to provide basic skills in curriculum development, classroom management and career development.
